• Solidify an overall community vision for Walkers Brook Drive.



Summary of Public 
Engagement to Date
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Most important improvements for more people to 
walk along Walkers Brook Drive would be adding 
sidewalks separated from traffic, pedestrian 

signal equipment, and street crossings. 

The top three improvements survey respondents 
would like to see to encourage more people to bike 

along Walkers Brook Drive are, safer 
intersections, adding off-road greenway/trails, 

and separating bicycle lanes from vehicles. 



One of the most prominent findings from the survey is the 
overwhelming desire for wider pedestrian-friendly sidewalks. 

Walkers Brook Drive should not merely accommodate pedestrians; it 
should welcome them with ample space for walking, jogging, 

and strolling. These sidewalks will not only promote physical 
activity but also foster a sense of community as residents and 

visitors can leisurely explore the area on foot.
